Soon we will be “plugging in” the engine pre-
heaters to allow for starting below 20
degrees F. All the aircraft are using 20/50
Phillips X/C oil (the blue bottle). Please mark
on the clipboard that you added oil, and if
taken from the office or maintenance hangar
note on the Oil clipboard.

If you want to clean the windshield, please
use water only and a clean, oil free cloth
which should be available in the office.

If you come back from a flight and the office
is closed, please leave the keys and
clipboard in the plane and lock the hangar
door behind you. If you ever had difficulty
getting to the keys for a booked flight,
please call Cindy anytime! 815-252-1031.
With the cold weather, please review the
cold weather operating procedures for the
plane you rent, especially what to do in case
of an engine fire during start, which can
happen after the 2" or 3" attempt to start on
a cold day. In most cases, lean the mixture,
advance the throttle and start or keep
“cranking”.
